Mooring Important Notice 
As part of your fee, you get free mooring as long as you are participating in the Series. 
BUT, YOU MUST REGISTER with the Harbour Master when you drop your boat off at the 

club.  If it is “after hours”, then put a note about your boat and your contact info in the mail 
slot by the ice machine behind the Dock Office. 

 Note: Boats may launch and haul in the evening or early morning provided they do not 
interfer with Dock Staff and the club’s haul out operations.

Rules: The series will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules 
of Sailing.  Rules 26, 27, 29.1, 30 and 33 are changed as follows: 
• Marks are tetrahedrons (sometimes yellow, sometimes orange). 
• Legs 0.5 – 1.0 NM (give or take a ¼ mile). 
• The Start Line is between the two Start Marks, but the R/C boat counts 
as an obstruction – so don’t ask it to move! 

• The weather mark is placed after the start of the first race. 
• Start Sequence: 

J24’s   5(“J24” ↑ )  4(“I” ↑ )  1(“I” ↓)  Go(“J24” ↓). 

M20’s  2(“2” ↑ )  1(“I” ↑ )  Go(“2” +“I” ↓). 

• Over Early – Hail by R/C on VHF 71, or obvious alternative signal. 
• Buoys to Port, around the weather mark, thru the Start Line (gate), 
around the weather mark, thru the Finish Line (Buoys to Port), 
unless shortened by the R/C.  

• Change of Course: Watch for “C” flag on R/C boat.   
Eligibility: Class Rules. 

Fees: Fall Series: $10 per Day - $25 Package Deal 

Inspection/Measurement: Yachts may be inspected at any time during the series. 

Fee, Registration & 
Waiver: 

See the Race Committee prior to racing. Only paid, registered yachts 
with a signed waiver will be part of the series.  

Skippers' Meeting: None planned.  If you have questions see R/C. 

First Race Each Day: 12:30 Warning – BE THERE – NO LOLLYGAGGING. 

Protests: • If there is damage, protests must be filed with the R/C within one half 
hour of R/C docking. 

• “Parties” to a protest will be notified later of the time and place of the 
hearing. 

Series Format: Three races per day, wind permitting.  
Scoring: Low Point Scoring System, Appendix A, as modified here: 

• Fall Series Overall: Based on all races completed with one drop for 
every five races (no rounding).   

Daily Prizes: Race: free beverage and glass.  “However” R/C has great discretion 
awarding prizes. 

Awards Night TBD: • Fall Series Overall: Mugs (1st 2nd 3rd )
